Rules of hunting: 

Before the hunting starts following rules will be read: 

· Where and which og hvilke såter der jages i. 

· What is allow to shut this certain day. 

· Who is in charge of the hunters and who is in charge of the dogs. 

· Info about where lunch and parade is held. 

· After the rules of hunting all of the hunters will be divided in to 2 groups. 

· The team with dogs is registered at least 8 days before. 

General rules for huntering: 

We can meet other guest in the forest, so please explain to good manner that we are hunting in that area and ask them to walk to another direction. If they do not want to leave please take out your cartridge and hang you gun over your shoulder. 

We are allowed to shoot with forest cartridge and not steel cartridge. 

Choose a big hailsize for deer and foxes. You can easily shoot pheasant and snipes with a size one. 

Respect the shooting distance and only shoot the animal in a clean site shoot. 

If you are at a post, please avoid unnecessary noise. Before you are drop at a post the hunter in charge will info you about the new meeting place. When you are on your post and you have greeted the close by posts, you are allowed to shoot. 

You are not allowed to shoot into the area - at running animals. Birds are allowed to be shut in an angle over 45 degrees. Be aware of low shuts and if you have any doubt please do not shoot. 

It is possible to buy all the animals at the parade.
